There is also a train ride in Whiteman
Park charging $8 for adults, $4 for
children and $2 for toddlers.

It is an hour out of the city so perhaps
take a few things that you wouldn’t
normally worry about for a quick
outing. Maybe some lunch, change of
clothes, etc..

The playground is still under
development so no toilets available.

Perhaps suited for older children as it is
difficult to keep an eye on little ones.
Limited car parking. Some families have
to park far away and walk into the park.
Has all the amenities- toilets, BBQ’s,
shade and picnic tables.

The water park is located under a large
shady tree, but the playground gets
plenty of sun. There is a BBQ and large
gazebo.

A playground is also located about 150
meters from the water playground.
There have been some reviews about
the water having high chlorine content-
perhaps bring some goggles or remind
your children to keep their eyes closed.
The playground is located near a lake,
keep children in sight.

The Armadale reptile centre houses a large
variety of native reptiles on display to the public.
The centre provides a safe space to observe
venomous and non-venomous snakes, lizards,
bats, frogs and more.

The aim of the centre is to teach individuals
about the native wildlife in our surroundings and
to help children identify them in the wild.

Cohunu Koala Park is located in Hyford, 40
minutes south of Perth

It is home to a large collection of native animals
such as koalas, kangaroos, emus, dingos and a
few more farmyard animals and birds

The park is home to over 25 koalas in a closure
as well as very tame kangaroos.

There is a train that runs on the weekends,
school and public holidays that travel through
tunnels along the route.

Penguin Island is south of Perth in Shoalwater
Bay, Rockingham and a 5-minute ferry from the
bay.

The ferry departs on the hour every hour from
9:00am-3:00pm and returns back to mainland
10 minutes past the hour, every hour until
4:00pm.

The island & Marine Park abounds with other
wildlife including wild dolphins, sea lions,
stingrays, pelicans, kings skinks & over 50
species of sea birds.

Open 10:00am- 4:00pm daily. Closed
Wednesday (except school holidays),
Christmas, Boxing day and New Year’s day.
The centre has a shop selling educational
books, toys and resources.

There is a café on site plus ice-creams for
sale.

Open every day from 10:00am-4:00pm
except Christmas Day.

Accept EFTPOS.

For $25 you can cuddle a koala and get a few
photographs. Note: Children need to be over
140cm tall to hold the koala.

There is a shallow lake on the premises so
keep an eye on the children and avoid the
slippery sides.

No café; however there is a kiosk that sells
drinks. We recommend you take a picnic.

Spend the day admiring approximately 1000
pairs of penguins, also known as fairy
penguins.

Penguin feeding daily 10:30am, 12:30pm and
2:30pm however does incur an additional
cost.
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
