and other stakeholder (as required) to better understand the
‘why’ of the behaviour

e The Key Therapist will develop a Positive Behaviour Support
plan in collaboration with the family and other stakeholders

e The Key Therapist therapist will support the implementation
of the Positive Behaviour Support plan with the client, family
and other stakeholders. This may include modelling, direct
teaching and resources development and implementation

e Ongoing monitoring and review of the Positive Behaviour
Support plan and strategies

e Support families to reflect and problem solve to maintain
positive change

e |dentify potential supports and resources for future needs
